Assessments and Scoring:  Describe the assessment(s) and scoring guide(s) that will be used to measure students’ progress toward the learning goal.  Explain how student performance is defined and scored.
_____  Are multiple measures (formative, summative, performance tasks, constructed responses, observational assessment, portfolio, etc) used? 

_____  Is the frequency of collected data described? (HOW OFTEN will data be collected?)

_____  Are clear criteria for differentiating student performance levels for each instrument provided?  (Rubric, table, scoring guide(s))

_____  Do assessments and scoring match learning goals and DOK of the learning goal?
Expected Targets:  Identify the outcomes expected by the end of the instructional term for student performance groups.
_____ Starting Point Data: Are THREE starting point data sources used to identify student performance groups (Teacher observation/ assessment PLUS two other sources of data)?  

_____   Are 2-4 student performance groups identified (low, middle, high)?
_____   Are expectations for each performance group described?  
_____  Expected Targets Rationale:  Does the rationale for expected targets explain how/why expected targets are rigorous/realistic/attainable?    
Instructional Strategies:  Describe the key instructional strategies that are planned to help all students make progress towards the learning goal.
Instructional strategies:

_____ Are instructional strategies appropriate, evidence-based and address all learner needs?  (Such as:  T4S protocols, teacher non-negotiables or provided Meeting in the Box strategies, Danielson strategies, WIDA, Marzano strategies)

_____  Do strategies specifically address gaps in learning to guide students toward the learning goal?  (not a laundry list; 3-5 are sufficient)
